Germany takes action: a new climate law is setting
the pace
There is no time to lose in the combat against climate change.
German lawmakers took this to heart when they reformed and further
substantiated Germany’s Climate Action Law. A landmark ruling by the
German Constitutional Court prompted the country to take a huge step
towards climate protection in alignment with the new EU targets:
climate neutrality by 2045 is now legally binding and a responsibility
on all levels of administration in Germany.

The law has its foundation in the Paris Agreement target of limiting
global warming to well below 2°C and possibly to 1.5°C. Among other
measures, the climate law includes the reduction of greenhouse
gases, reaching net greenhouse neutrality by 2045 and even negative
emissions by 2050.

Even though the law is very ambitious, this was definitely not the case
in its first adopted form – at least according to the opinion of the
German Constitutional Court. The highest court in Germany ruled that
it was insufficient and forced lawmakers to strengthen it. Read here
how the law came to be, how it was changed and how Germany is
planning to achieve its goals.

The true cost of climate change: weather and economics in one
database
Sometimes we need details to understand the big picture. With
weather, national averages are often too coarse to properly see the
economic impact on a regional level. Experts of the Potsdam Institute
for Climate Impact Research (PIK) and the Mercator Research
Institute on Global Commons and Climate Change (MCC) have now
taken an important step to support research on the economic effects of
climate change: their new database DOSE provides – for the first time
– sub-national economic data in relation to climate data.
